ESTABLISH SERIAL CONNECTION
The bootloader and operating system outputs are displayed in the terminal. 
Once the boot process is complete, log in to the system using the
default user “root” without a password.

SUPPLY THE STARTERKIT WITH POWER
Connect the provided power supply to X14 on the STKLS10xxA. 

Caution when using a different power supply! 
The Starterkit has a wide range input from 18V to 28V and is designed to operating with a regulated 
power supply.

After connecting the STKLS10xxA, one new serial ports are available 
on the Host. This port is the U-Boot / Linux serial debug console.

A terminal emulator is required on the Host (Tera Term is 
recommended). Configure the serial port using the settings from the 
table on the right.

RUN TERMINAL EMULATOR AND CONFIGURE SERIAL PORT

CONNECT STARTERKIT TO HOST PC
Connect STKLS10xxA using the provided Micro USB cable to connect interface X29 to a USB port on 
the host. A USB serial driver might be required on the host to operate with the Starterkit.
